	Goal: 

The major purpose of the project is to reduce direct and indirect tobacco advertising, promotion, and sponsorship (TAPS) by tobacco companies in Bangladesh through advocating.
Objectives:

1. To advocate for a comprehensive Tobacco Advertising Promotion and Sponsorship Ban provision within the amendment of the 2005 law and immediate issuance of implementation regulations (Rules) to support effective implementation of the law.

2. To develop a framework for the implementation of the amended TAPS law in Bangladesh in close coordination with relevant authorities and stakeholders.

	Narrative Description of Project:

This project aims to contribute to the tobacco control movement of Bangladesh by advocating for comprehensive tobacco advertising and promotion ban within the amendment of the 2005 tobacco control law. The project also seeks to develop a framework for effective implementation, and enforcement of the TAPS law through the engagement of relevant stakeholders, and mapping of the implementation/enforcement process taking into consideration lessons learnt from the implementation of the 2005 law. The project undertakes comprehensive investigation to explore and document the tactics of tobacco industry through direct and indirect advertising of tobacco products in Bangladesh. The project also seeks to support advocacy for the issuance of implementing regulations to ensure well supported implementation.

	Description of actual services provided in the assignment:

The major services included are as follows:

Documentation on tobacco advertising, promotion and sponsorship:

A cross sectional survey conducted in selected nine districts in Bangladesh on documentation of ongoing tobacco advertising, promotion and sponsorship. The report was documentation on different forms of ongoing advertisement, promotion, and sponsorship of tobacco in Bangladesh .The purpose of this study was to capture the entire TAPS scenario in Bangladesh which will be helpful for tobacco control law implementation. The report was published and circulated to relevant stakeholders. 

Developing communication materials for policy makers and for other stakeholder 

Within this project various communication materials like brochure, mug and folder prepared for policy makers and other stakeholders. These include brochure, factsheet, mug and T-shirt containing anti-tobacco messages. These are distributed to BI grantees, tobacco-control NGOs, international and government agencies for the purpose of sensitization on tobacco control. Except this audio material was also prepared and broadcasted through community radio all over Bangladesh for creating mass awareness.

Developing TAPS Ban Framework

Within this project EC Bangladesh developed TAPS ban framework. The developed framework is used for assisting relevant stakeholders to deliver possible, consistent and reinforcing roles for effective implementation of Tobacco control law (TAPS ban). EC Bangladesh organized seven divisional level workshops for the purpose of holding the workshop was sensitizing different stakeholders to strengthen implementation of TAPS ban. 
Networking: 

For sensitizing on tobacco control issue specially on tobacco advertising, promotion and sponsorship networking with various organizations, volunteer groups, media and govt. officials was established.

Sensitization and mobilization

Within this project different mobilization campaign by engaging youth and community people was done. Sensitization and mobilize of youth is needed as they are the most affected and vulnerable population to TAPS and it will be effective if they speak out for the need of a comprehensive TAPS ban.
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
