	Narrative Description of Project:

Selection of number & type of species:

The project at first indentified the number and types of parent trees in the campus area with the concern of campus authority. According to number, all short of propagation materials had been collected and took initiative for plantation work.
Intercultural operation and nursing:  
The project maintained in sufficient quantities for propagation so as to minimize or eliminate the need for augmentation from the wild, with such augmentation occurring only as an exception and limited to the amount necessary to maintain the vigor and productivity of the cultivated parental stock.
